SITE DETAILS:

· Adjacent to Valley Ranch fire station for rapid life safety response

EXTERIOR BUILDING FINISHES:

· Steel frame with dark red brick and cast stone elements

· Dark gray insulated glass with dark bronze window mullions

· Twelve (12) foot high main building entry with arched glass and barrel vault ceiling

· Cast Stone columns at main lobby entry

BUILDING AMENITIES:

· Covered carport parking

· Heavily landscaped site with two building entry points

· Picnic area with basketball goal in adjacent park

· Day care center adjacent

· Card key entries

· Corner location with access on two public streets

· Barrel vault ceiling in building lobby with upgraded lobby finishes and lighting

CEILING:

· 225 amp, 208/120 volt panel served by a 75 kW transformer fed from the 480 volt panel with spaces for future tenant circuit breakers to provide 7.5 watts per square foot of power of receptacle loads
ROOF:

· Joist girders, bar joist roof system and metal deck with 3-ply built-up roof on R-14 

      polyisocyanurate

LIGHTS:

· Common area lighting including decorative chandelier in main lobby; tenant lighting

from tenant allowance

FIRE SAFETY:

· Adjacent to Valley Ranch fire station for rapid life safety response time

EXTERIOR LIGHTING:

· Pole mounted, 400 watt metal halide, cut-off type fixtures equal to Kim Archetype installed on 30’ painted steel poles

TELECOMMUNICATIONS:

· Two-4 inch empty conduits provided from the property line to the main telephone room for voice and communication service

· Two- 4 inch empty conduits provided from the property line to the main telephone room for Cable TV and Data Line service
